Overview of April 2026:

e Total Requirements forecast shows an average growth of
1.6% for January 2026 - December 2026.

e Total Requirements for the 12 months ending April 2026
were 3.1% higher than those of the previous 12 months
and saw a 8.8% decrease since March 2026.

e Compared to March 2026, consumption decreased for all
categories of dairy products except ice cream and
cheese. For the 12 months ending April 2026 all
categories saw increases except ice cream with the
largest increases being yogurt and butter consumption
which increased 8.8% and 6.9% respectively.

e Total Quota decreased from decreased in April by 12.9%
and had an increase of 3.9% for the 12 months ending
April 2026.

e P10 production in kgs of BF saw no change in April
compare to March 2026 but saw an increase of 2.6% for
the 12 months ending in April 2026. In liters of milk there
was a decrease in April over March of -0.6% with an
increase in the 12 month ending April 2026 of 1.5%.

e Butter stocks increased from March to April 2026 by
2,186 tonnes to 32,012 tonnes total. Butter stocks are
expected to be around 31,564 tonnes in December 2026.

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Freezing Point

Freezing Point Depression results now provided on all samples. A Freezing Point penalty is only triggered by
one monthly random sample collected at the direction of the NB Farm Products Commission.

Under New Brunswick regulations, milk quality penalties related to added water are determined solely by the
cryoscope result obtained from one random milk pickup sample during the month.

The New Brunswick Farm Products Commission regulatory threshold for added water is a cryoscope result
higher than -0.525° Hortvet (moving closer to 0° degrees Hortvert)

Freezing Point Depressions (FPDs) do not trigger penalties.

FPDs results are provided on all bulk tank component tests for information purposes only.

FPDs are intended to help producers proactively identify and correct potential issues before a regulatory
violation occurs.

Below is a general interpretation guide for FPD Hortvet readings and suggested actions:

Hortvet Reading Interpretation Suggested Action
-0.530 H or lower Normal milk freezing point No action required
-0.526 Hto -0.529 H Slightly elevated Monitor closely and review wash procedures

Inspect for possible water sources such as rinse water, plate

Regular monitoring of FPD trends can help identify developing issues early and reduce the risk of
regulatory penalties resulting from a random cryoscope sample.

P5 Message
*P5 MESSAGE - Changes in Solids-Non-Fat (SNF) Payment
Policy — June 1, 2026**

Effective June 1, 2026, the P5 Boards have approved changes to the
payment policy to increase protein production:

¢ Increase the no-pay ratio from 2.30 to 2.50; and

e Modify butterfat and Tier 1 Protein price by changing the distribution of
the residual revenue from the other solids, from 30% to butterfat and
70% to protein, to 100% to protein paid in Tier 1.

As part of the continuous assessment of the payment policy parameters,
the conclusion was reached that to meet the recent and expected market
demand for increased protein, the volume produced by the P5 needs to
increase more significantly. Therefore, the no-pay ratio is increased to 2.50
to further support those in a position to make greater contribution. There is
no change in the market ratio of 2.20 as it continues to be in line with
market demand.

The 2025 P5 SNF ratio was 2.1190 with the market demand for SNF
currently closer to 2.20. Therefore, to emphasise the importance of
increasing the protein and volumes produced, the butterfat will be paid at
the market revenue. The other solids residual revenue will be applied at
100% to the Tier 1 protein price. The effect is expected to increase the Tier
1 protein price by approximately $1.60 and decrease the butterfat price by
approximately $1.20.

P5 Message

*P5 MESSAGE — Non-Saleable Quota — June 1, 2026**

In addition to the payment policy changes announced above and to provide
additional flexibility in the short-term to producers during the changes in the
milk composition, while there is continued focus on increasing volume
production in the medium to long-term, the P5 Boards have approved the
issuance of 2% non-saleable quota to all P5 producers effective June 1, 2026.

The combination of these announcements is to implement changes in a timely
manner with the available tools. The P5 Quota Committee will continue to
monitor the markets to determine if further adjustments are required, to the
payment policy or the production signal.

Bulk milk graders are trained and
licensed to grade milk. They only reject
milk according to regulations. Once
rejected a producer is required to
dispose of that milk and correct the
problem that contributed to the
rejection and clean their tank before
adding their next milking.

	Overview of April 2026:
	Total Requirements forecast shows an average growth of 1.6% for January 2026 - December 2026.
	Total Requirements for the 12 months ending April 2026 were 3.1% higher than those of the previous 12 months and saw a 8.8% decrease since March 2026.
	Compared to March 2026, consumption decreased for all categories of dairy products except ice cream and cheese. For the 12 months ending April 2026 all categories saw increases except ice cream with the largest increases being yogurt and butter consumption which increased 8.8% and 6.9% respectively.
	Total Quota decreased from decreased in April by 12.9% and had an increase of 3.9% for the 12 months ending April 2026.
	P10 production in kgs of BF saw no change in April compare to March 2026  but saw an increase of 2.6% for the 12 months ending in April 2026. In liters of milk there was a decrease in April over March of -0.6% with an increase in the 12 month ending April 2026 of 1.5%.
	Butter stocks increased from March to April 2026 by 2,186 tonnes to 32,012 tonnes total. Butter stocks are expected to be around 31,564 tonnes in December 2026.
